SUBJECT:  Medical Pre – Clearance to USAF Survival School

                    Guidance to accomplish Medical Clearance for Survival Training

1. A member from your base is scheduled to attend Survival Training at Fairchild AFB. Without proper clearance and medical records (to accompany individual not just DD Form 2766 or AF Form 1480A) we at the Survival Flight cannot accurately determine if the individual can complete the rigorous activities required in the training. 

2. We ask that you review the medical records with the individual, paying particular attention to the SF 600 overprint pertaining to the members pending survival training.  We suggest that you review at least 2 yrs of SF 600 entries, X-rays, and labs – looking for:

a. CV risk (e.g. older, HTN, obese, deconditioned members)

b. Evidence of acute or chronic problems 

c. Recent surgeries

d. Back or extremity problems

e. Hx of (not Just 2 Yrs) environmental related illness or injury (heat and cold) or allergies (bee stings)

NOTE: Having a current PHA, AF Form 1042, or passing ergometry IS NOT SUFFICIENT.
