92d Medical Group Pharmacy Formulary


The 92d MDG Pharmacy's goal is to provide you, our valued beneficiary, with ready access to high quality pharmacy services.  We are providing this formulary to assist you and your provider in obtaining formulary medications from the 92d MDG.  The formulary can also be found on the internet at https://www.fairchild.af.mil go to Medical Group then Pharmacy **PLEASE NOTE THE "S" ON https:// WE ARE NOW ON A SECURE SERVER.**
New prescriptions and all renewal prescriptions are processed by the Clinic Pharmacy at the 92d Medical Group (Bldg 9000).  Hours of operation are Monday - Friday 0730 - 1630.  Phone number (509) 247-2361. Closed weekends, federal holidays, and training days, and Pacing Days. Please call prior to arrival to ensure the pharmacy is open.

Refill prescriptions are processed by the Satellite Pharmacy, located next to the Main Exchange.  Hours of operation are Tuesday - Saturday 0900 - 1700.  Phone number is  (509) 247-2507 or 1-800-523-2151. New prescriptions services available on Pacing Days and Saturdays. Closed Mondays, Sundays, federal holidays and training days. 

To reduce waiting times for Refill prescriptions, the pharmacy has a mandatory phone-in refill service.  Phone lines are open 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.  To use the phone in service call 247-2361 or 1-800-523-2151.  If you need to speak to a technician at the refill pharmacy, please call 247-2361 between 1000 - 1630.  Refills called in before 2400 (midnight) will be filled and available for pick-up the next duty day.  Those prescription refills called in after 2400 (midnight) will not be available for pick-up for 2 duty days.
Washington state law prohibits the sale of greater than 9 grams of pseudoephedrine or the possession of greater than 15 grams of pseudophedrine. Therefore, pseudoephedrine containing products have been restricted to a maximum of one month supply (no more than #300 pseudoephedrine Tablets per 30 days or up to 30 days of combination products).
The 92d Medical Group Pharmacy now accepts faxed prescriptions under the following conditions:

1) Faxes must originate from the doctor's office (per WA State Law)

2) Faxes must be legible (The pharmacy will NOT process new faxed prescriptions that are unclear)

3) Medications must be on the 92d Medical Group Formulary (see list below)

4) NO Schedule II prescriptions (morphine, codeine, percocet, etc…) may be faxed (NO EXCEPTIONS)

5) Please write the SPONSOR'S last 4 of SSN or the patient's birthdate on the prescription

6) The medication must be picked up within 5 duty days (patients who do not pick up their medications may lose the privilege of using the fax service in the future.

7) Please allow 1 duty day before picking up the medication after the doctor faxes the prescription
